
RULES  FOR  2019 
Rules for 2019 Competition arising out of Meeting held at Forrest Little Golf Club on Thursday 
7th March  2019. 
Players limited to FULL MEMBERS, ASSOCIATE MEMBERS and 5-DAY MEMBERS in 
BOTH CATEGORIES 
 
1 Any person who actually plays in The Irish Mixed Foursomes Competition in 2019 will 
not be eligible to compete.  (Subs. who do not actually play on the Irish Mixed Foursomes Team 
and meet the H/c conditions for this Cup, can of course participate). 
 
2 ALLOWANCE - ½(half) difference of Combined Handicaps.  
 Combined minimum handicap of 30.  Combined maximum of 48. 
 (MAXIMUM SHOTS DIFFERENCE = 9). 
 Minimum handicaps for Ladies and Men being 20 and 10  
 respectively. 
 Men drive the odd holes, Ladies drive even holes. 
3 Players must play off handicap of the day. 
4 Pairs playing at home have honour on tee. 
5 A result must be obtained from each game, i.e no halved match. 
6 Buggies are not permitted for players unless with a doctor’s certificate. 
7 A total of five (5) matches to be played on the day.  Three Matches at Home  venue 
(Club at top of the draw) and two (2) Matches at away venue.  If all  matches cannot be 
played on agreed day DUE TO COURSE CLOSURE,  results of matches already played 
stand - remaining Matches to be played on  an agreed date. 
*** SHOULD  A  CLUB  ALREADY  IN  THE  DRAW  NOT  ENTER,  THE 
 DRAW  STANDS,  AND THE  REMAINING CLUB  GOES FORWARD. 
 
8 Players may use Measuring Devices as permitted by GUI & ILGU if they  wish to 
do so. 
 
9 Where a player is a member of two (2) or more Clubs, (s)he must declare for  one 
Club only, it may not necessarily be the Club from which (s)he attains  handicap. 
 
10 The FINAL to be played over two days, Home and Away. 
 To decide on the Venue for the first leg, Committee does a Draw and informs Team 
Managers. 
 
11 In the event of a tie in the Final, the last match alive (in the second leg), will decide the 
result - starting on the 1st tee and shots are given and received where index allows. 
MEALS:  Each Club pays for its own team. 
 
Entry Fee:  €10.00 to be paid before first round. 
Managers are reminded Competitors can play in any order and lists of Teams to be swapped 
simultaneously.
